AND THE LAW OF THE SEA
Scott G. Borgerson

The 1982 Convention
on the Law of the
Sea, the over-
arching governance
framework for the
world’s oceans, has
been signed and
ratified by 156
countries and

the European
Community, but
not by the United States. Washington
treats most of the convention and the
1994 agreement on its implementation
as customary international law, but it
remains among only a handful of coun-
tries, including Libya and North Korea,
that have yet to formally accede to the
convention.

The balance of power is now shifting
in Washington, making prospects for
U.S. Senate consent to the convention
in 2009 more likely than ever. Written
by a leading expert on ocean gover-
nance, this report offers a fresh appraisal
of the convention’s merits and pitfalls in
light of the current geopolitical seascape
and examines whether it is in U.S.
strategic interests to now officially join
the convention.

AVERTING CRisis IN UKRAINE

Steven Pifer
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As the largest
country entirely
within Europe, and
given its strategic
position as the
energy gateway
between Europe
and Russia, Ukraine
has tremendous
economic potential.
At the same time,
its historical links to Russia complicate
efforts to consolidate stable democratic
practices. The prospect of Ukraine’s
eventual membership in NATO is also a
source of friction in U.S.-Russia relations
and the subject of disagreement within
NATO itself.

In Awerting Crisis in Ukraine, former
U.S. ambassador to Ukraine Steven Pifer
takes all these issues into account as he
examines the many challenges facing the
country. The report comprehensively
analyzes Ukraine’s difficulties, related to
both domestic conditions—such as frac-
tious politics and deeply divided public
opinion—and foreign policy—such as
issues related to the Black Sea fleet and
Ukrainian and European dependence on
Russia’s natural gas. Through a thought-
ful analysis of these significant issues,
Pifer recommends concrete steps for
Washington to encourage Kiev on a path
of democracy, stability, and integration
with the West without aggravating ten-
sions with Moscow.
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Steven Pifer is a visiting fellow at the
Brookings Institution’s Center on the United
States and Europe and a nonresident senior
adviser with the Center for Strategic and
International Studies. Previously, he was a
deputy assistant secretary of state, with
responsibilities for Russia and Ukraine, as
well as U.S. ambassador to Ukraine.

CHANGE IN NorTH KOREA

North Korea poses
difficult challenges
for the United
States. The full
extent of the
North Korean
nuclear arsenal is
unknown; tens of
thousands of U.S.
forces are deployed
on the Korean
peninsula in support of U.S. commit-
ments to South Korea; and the peninsula
sits in a strategically vital region, where
the United States, China, Russia, Japan,
and South Korea all have important
interests at stake. And the Kim Jong-I1
government is perhaps the world’s most
difficult to read or even see.

Preparing for Sudden Change in North
Korea focuses on how to manage one of
the most central unknowns: the prospect
of change in North Korea’s leadership.
Paul B. Stares and Joel S. Wit outline
three scenarios of succession—managed,
contested, and failed—and offer policy
recommendations for dealing with
potentially fractious leadership change.
Stares and Wit consider the challenges
that these scenarios would pose to
domestic institutions and regional
security, the proliferation of nuclear
arms, jumpstarting the economy, and
providing humanitarian assistance.

Paul B. Stares is the General John W. Vessey
senior fellow for conflict prevention and
director of the Center for Preventive Action
at the Council on Foreign Relations.

Joel S. Wit is adjunct senior research
fellow at Columbia University’s VWWeatherhead
East Asia Institute. He is a former State
Department official who worked on U.S.
policy toward North Korea responsible for
implementing the 1994 U.S.-North Korea
Agreed Framework.

Across Mexico, reporters are vanishing
amid an escalating conflict between
the government and drug lords. The
Chinese government censors the Internet
and harasses journalists during the Olympic
Games, breaking its promise to promote
free and open media. While Iraq remains
the world’s most dangerous place for the
press, a short but brutal conflict in the
breakaway regions of Georgia also claims
the lives of reporters and photographers.
Attacks on the Press in 2008 offers factual and unbiased analyses
of press conditions in 120 countries, while offering a behind-
the-curtain look at how the international press survives—and
thrives. Critical journalists continue to be imprisoned in coun-
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tries such as Cuba, Tunisia, and Azerbaijan. Yet governments
are struggling to silence bloggers who are reaching growing
audiences throughout the Middle East and Asia. In Africa, a
more vocal and technologically savvy press is successfully fight-
ing official harassment.

The world’s most comprehensive guide to international press
freedom, Attacks on the Press is compiled annually by the
Committee to Protect Journalists, an independent, nonprofit
organization.

Volume 1 focuses on demography. Demographic changes

increasingly shape social policies as most OECD populations are
aging and include more migrants and minorities. Japan and
Korea have already started to see their enrollments in tertiary
education decline, but other countries like Turkey and Mexico can still expect a boom.
Drawing on trend data and projections, this book takes an in-depth look at these
important questions from both a qualitative and quantitative standpoint. Issues cov-
ered include the impact of demographic changes on student enrollment, educational
attainment, academic staff, and policy choices. Particular attention is given to how
access policies determine the demographics of tertiary education, notably by examining
access to higher education for disabled and migrant students. The book covers most
OECD countries, illustrating the analysis with specific examples from France, Japan,
South Korea, and the United States.

Volume 2 examines the possible impact of technology on the future of higher
education as well as the opportunities it may bring. Volume 3 addresses the effects
of globalization.

P akistan’s northwest frontier has become
a breeding ground for a growing
[slamic militancy that threatens the
stability of the country. Instability in
Pakistan’s federally administered tribal
areas and North-West frontier province
also threatens NATO’s strategic Khyber
Pass lifeline to Afghanistan, where 37,000
U.S. troops are attempting to contain an
expanding Taliban insurgency.

Pakistan’s Troubled Frontier offers a grip-
ping snapshot of the militants and movements threatening a
region plunging into turmoil. Arriving at a time when the
United States is dramatically increasing its presence in
Afghanistan and conducting a careful review of its policies

and goals in the border region, the book is a substantial contri-
bution to understanding the long-term future of U.S. security
interests in South and Central Asia.
