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STUDY DESCRIPTION 

CURRENT POPULATION SURVEY: ANNUAL DEMOGRAPHIC FILE, 1978. (ICPSR 7836) 

This data collection is the eleventh in a series of annual surveys 
of the population of the United States, conducted by the U.S. Bureau of 
the Census each year since 1968. These files are often referred to as 
the March CPS Demographic Supplement. Contained in the data file are 
records for households selected in the samples as well as for each 
person in the households so chosen. In each of the surveys information 
is presented on such characteristics as income, age, race, household 
structure, education, family relationships, occupation and employment 
history. 

The data file for 1978 was prepared by the U.S. Bureau of the 
Census, and was provided to ICPSR by Judith Rowe, Computing Center, 
Princeton University. There are 282,054 records in this file, each with 
a logical record length of 342 characters. Approximately 325 variables 
are included for each record.

Introduction: B-B 

The Current Population Survey (CPS) provides current data on 
the economic status and activities of the population of the 
United States. Because it is not possible to develop one or 
tuo overall figures (such as the number of unemployed) that 
uould adequately describe the whole conplex of labor market 
phenomena, the CPS is designed to provide a large amount of 
detailed and supplementary data. Such data are made 
available to meet a wide variety of needs on the part of 
users of labor market information. 

Thus the CPS is the only source of: monthly estimates of 
total employment (both farm and nonfarm); nonfarm self- 
employed persons, domestics, and unpaid hel,2rs in nonfarm 
family enterprises; mage and salaried employees; and, 
finally, total unemployment whether or not covered by 
unemployment insurance. 

It provides the only availamle distributions of uorkers by 
the number of hours uorked (as distinguished from aggregate 
or average hours for an industry), permitting separate 
anaiyses of part-time uorkers, workers on overtime, etc. 
The survey is also the only comprehensive current source of 
information on the occupation of oorkers and the industries 
in which they work. 

Information is available from the survey not only for 
persons currently in the labor force but also for those who 
are outside the labor force. The characteristics of such 
persons - vhet her married women with or without young 
children, disabled persons students, older retired workers, 
etc. can be determined, Information on their current desire 
for work, their past work experience and their intentions as 
to jobseeking are also available. 

The ;larch supplement to the CPS, known as the Annual 
Demographic File, provides annual data on the personal 
characteristics of the total population (both in and out of 
the labor force) e4h age, sex, race, marital status, 
family structure, veteran status, education background, and 
Spanish ethnic origin. 
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The CPS sample is located in 461 sample areas comprising 923 
counties and independent cities with coverage in every State 
and the District of Columbia. 

In all, some 68,000 housing units or other living quarters 
are assigned for interview each month, about 55,000 of them 
containing about 100,000 persons 16 years old aAd over are 
eligible for intervieu. The remainder are units founds to 
be vacant, converted to nonresidential use, containing 
persons with residence elsewhere, and others for which no 
interview is required. Of the occupied units eligible for 
enumeration, about 3 to 5 percent are not intervieued in a 
given month beta use the residents are not found at home 
after repeated cakls, are temporarily absent, or are 
unavailable for other reasons. 

The CPS sample includes the civilian noninstitutional 
population of the United States. In Harch of each year 
members of the Armed Forces in the United States living off 
post or with their families on post are also included in the 
sample. All other members of the Armed Forces are excluded. 
A more precise explanation regarding the CPS sample design 
is provided in Technical Paper No. 40 entitled "The Current 
Population Survey - Design and EethodologyN, January 1978. 

For a more detailed discussion about the basic labor force 
data gathered on a monthly basis in the CPS survey -- see 
BLS Report No. 463 and Current Population Reports P-23, No. 
62 issued jointly by the Bureau of Labor Statistics and the 
Bureau of the Census in October, 1936 entitled Concepts and 
Bethods Used in Labor Statistics Derived from P- --- =- -- ---- the Currri --- -- - 
Population Survey.

Questionnaire Items 19-24 are asked only of civilians 14 
years old and over. This part of the qoestiornairz is 
referred to as the monthly (basic) labor force items because 
these questions are asked every month of the CPS survey. 

Questionnaire Items 34-63 aie referred to as the March 
supplement items because these questions are asked cnly cf 
persons of households in the l-larch CPS sample. Please note 
that questions 34-50 are only asked of civilians 14 years 
old and over whereas cjuastions 51-57 are asked of all 
perscns (including Armed Fcrces) 14 years old and ever. 

Cartain data items appearing on both tbe morthly (basic) 
questionnaire and the March supplement questionnaire nay net 
have the same meaning. To avoid any misurderstandings, the 
user should refer to the glossary of this documentation.

In total there are 282,054 records on this file. 
Specifically, there are 67,900 household records of which 
54,762 are interviewed households; 41,459 family records; 
785 subfamily records; 191 secondary family records; and 
155,706 person records. 

The file is ordered as follows. 

Household record followed by one of three possible 
structures: 

A. If the household is not a group quarters and contains a 
primary family. 

1. The primary family record appears next followed by 
person records for members of the primary family who 
are not also members of a subfamily. The person 
records would be ordered: head of primary family, 
wife of primary family head, children of primary 
family head, and other relatives of primary family 
head. 

2. The above records may be followed by one or more 
subfamily records, each subfamily record being 
followed immediately by person records for members 
of that subfamily. The person records would be 
ordered: head of subfamily, wife of subfamily head, 
and children of subfamily head. 

3. The above records may be followed 'by one or more 
secon.da,ry family records; each secondary family 
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record being immediately followed by person records 
for members of that secondary family. The person 
records would be ordered: secondary family head, 
wife of secondary family head, children of secondary 
family head, and other relatives of secondary family 
head. 

4. The above records mar be followed by one or more 
secondary individual family records each to be 
followed by the person record for the secondary 
individual it represents. (See Figure 1). 

B. If the household is not a group quarters household and 
it contains a primary individual. 

1. The family record for the primary individual is 
followed immediately by the person record for that 
primary individual. 

2. These records mar be folloued by one or more 
secondary family records, each secondary family 
record being immediately followed by the person 
records for members of that secondary family. 

3. These records may be followed by one or more family 
records for secondary individuals, Each secondary 
family record being immediately folloued by the 
person record for that secondary individual. (See 
Figure 2). 

c. If the household is a group quarters, there vi11 be a 
secondary family record for each secondary individual. The 
secondary family record will be immediately followed by the 
person record for that secondary individual, (See Figure 
3) l

Geographic Limitations: -- 

It should be kept in mind that the sample design and aethods 
of weighting CPS data are geared towards producing estimates 
for the entire nation. In producing estimates for States 
the user should be avare that the primary sampling uraits 
(PSU s) are drawn from strata which may or may not cross 
State lines, Consequently, the data would not be as 
reliable as national data and the file may lose some of its 
utility in certain applications. For further discussion of 
such considerations, the user should coasult Appendix A 
which discusses the estimation of sampling errors and CPS 
sample design. 

The nature of the work done by each individual investigator 
using the microdata file vi.11 determine to uhat extent his 
requirements for precision will allou using some of the 
smaller geographic areas identifiedon on the file.

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Standard Statistical Areas The ---I Hetropolitan -- --- - ISHSA’sl - 
concept of sn SRSA has beeA developed in order to present 
general-purpose statistics. The geographic boundaries of 
SMSA1s are drawn by the Office of Pederal Statistical Policy 
and Standards, U.S. Department Of Coamerce, Washington, 
D-C., uith the advice of representatives of the major 
Federal statistical agencies. 

In 1970, there were 247 SMSA1s in the United States. 
Generally speaking, an SMSA consists of a county or group of 
counties containing at least one city (or twin cities) 
having a population of 50,000 or more plus adjacent counties 
which are metropolitan in character and are economically and 
socially integrated with the central city. IA New England, 
towns aAa cities rather than counties are the units used in 
defining SMSA's, The name of the central city or cities is 
used as the name of the SUB. There is no limit to the 
number of adjacent counties included in the SMSA as long as 
they are integrated with the central city nor is an SUSA 
limited to a single State; boundaries may cross State lines, 
as in the case of the Washington, D-C. - Haryland - Virginia 
SHSA. 

The 44 SMSA*s identified in the 1978 Annual Demographic File 
are as delineated for the 1970 census vith the exception of 
the Nassau-Suffolk SHSA uhich is identified although it was 
not designated as a separate SHSA until November 1972, 
Except for Nassau-Suffolk, these SHSA's a0 A0t reflect 
territorial changes resulting from the 1970 census or 
redefinitions by OMB since that time. The population 
residing in SMSA's constitutes the metropolitan population 
shown in various census publications. 

Central Cities (of an SHSA) --- - The largest city in an SBSA is 
always a central city. The names of one or tuo additional 
cities may be added to the SlSA title and identified as a 
central city on the basis of the follouing criteria issued 
by OMB: 

1. The additional city or cities must have a population 
of one-third or more of that of the largest city and 
a minimum population of 25,000 or; 

2. The additional city or cities must have at least 
25,000 inhabitants.

Income -- - For each person in the sample who uas 14 years old 
and over, questions were asked on the amount of money income 
received in the preceding calendar year from each of the 
follouing sources: (11 Boney uages or salary; (2) net 
income from nonfarm self-employment; (3) net income from 
farm self-employment; (4) Social Security or railroad 
retirement; (5) Supplemental Security income; (6) public 
assistance or uelf are payments; (7) interest (on savings or 
bonds): (8) dividends, income from estates or trusts, or net 
rental income: (9) veterans payment or unemployment and 
uorkmen's compensation; (10) private pensions or government 

,'employee pensions: (11) alimony or child support, regtii;ar 
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contributions from persons not living in the household, and 
other periodic income. 

When an indefinite amount uas reported by the respondent, a 
specific value was assigned uherever possible. If the 
indefinite amount uas reported in terms of a range, the 
midpoint of the range was assigned (i.e., $10,000 to $15,000 
was coded as (12,500). Open-ended amounts uere converted to 
designated specific amounts; e.g., over $10,000 may be coded 
as $15,000. 

Although income statistics refer to receipts during the 
preceding year, the charactertistics of the person such as 
age, labor force status, etc., and the composition of 
households refer to the time of the survey, The income of 
the household does not include amounts received by persons 
who uere members of the household during all or part of the 
income year if these persons no longer resided with the 
household at the time of enumeration; On the other hand, 
household income includes amounts reported by persons who 
dia not reside uith the household during the income year but 
who uere members of the household at the time of 
enumeration, 

Data OA consumer incoae collected in the CPS by the Bureau 
of the Census cover money income received (exclusive -of 
certain money receipts such as capital gains) before 
payments for personal income taxes, Social Security, UAiOA 
dues, Hedicare deductions, etc. Therefore, money income 
does not reflect the fact that some households receive part 
of their income in the form on nonmoney transfers such as 
food stamps, health benefits, and subsidized hOUSiAg; that 
many farm households receive AoAnoney income in the form of 
rent free housing and goods produced aAd COASUUEd 011 the 
farm; or that nonmoney incomes are also received by soae 
nonfarm residents uhich often take the form of the use of 
business transportation and facilities, full or partial s 
for retirement programs, medical aAd educational expenses, 
etc. These elements should be considered uhen comparing 
income levels. tioreover, readers should be auare that for 
many different reasons there is a tendency in household 
surveys for respondents to underreport their income. Froa 
an analysis of independently derived income estimates, it 
has been determined that uages and salaries tend to be much 
better reported than such income types as public assistance, 
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Social Security, and net income froa interest, dividends, 
rents, etc. 

The various sources for which income is reported are defined 
as follows:

Boney wages or salary is total money earnings received for 
work performed as an employee during the income year. It 
includes wages, salary, Armed Forces pay, commissions, tips, 
piece-rate payments, and cash bonuses earned, before 
deductions were made for taxes, bonds, pensions, union dues, 
etc.

Net income from nonfara self-eaployaent is net money income
