Weighting Procedures:

In creating data tabulations, the user should always use the
March supplement weight whenever one of the tabulated
variables 1is a supplemental questicnnaire item. Otherwise,
the basic weight should be used. Fer a @cre thorough
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statement on how such persoa weights are generated, tae user
should consult Appendix A of this documentation.

State lines, Consequentiy, the data would nct be as
reliable as national data and the file may lose scme of its
utility in certain applications. For further discussicn cf
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such comsiderations, the user should consult aAppendix A
which discusses the estimaticn of sampling errors and CPES
sample design.

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Standard Metropclitapn Statistical Areas (SA4SA's) - 1he
ccncept of sn SMSA has been developed in order tc¢ [present
gen=ral-purpose statistics. The geograpanic boundarizs of
SMSA's are drawn by the Office ot Federal Statistical Folicy
and Standards, U.S. Department of Coauerge, #ashinytoun,
D.C., with the advice c¢f  rIepresentatives of the @major
Federal statistical agencies.

In 1970, there wWwere 247 SNHNSA's 1in the United States.
Generally speaking, an SMSA consists of a county or group of
counties containing at least one city (cr twin cities)
having a pcpulaticn of 50,000 or more plus adjacent counties
vhich are metrcopolitan in character and are econosically and
socially integrated with the central city. In New England,
tcwns and cities rather than counties are the units used in
defining SMSA's.  The name of the central city or cities is
used as the name of  the SnSA. There is no limit to the
number .of adjacent counties included in the SHMSA as locig as
‘they are ‘integrated with ~;he central city nor is an SMSA
limited to a single State; boundaries may cross State lines,
as in the case of the Washington, D.C. - Maryland - Virginia
SMSA.

The 44 SMSA's identified in the 1977 Annual Demograghic File
are as delineated for the 1970 ceasus with the exception cf
the Nassau-Suffolk SMSA which is identified although it was
not designated as a separate SMSA until November 1972.
Except for Nassau-Suffolk, these SMSA's do not reflect
territorial changes resulting from the 1970 census or
redefinitions by OMB since that tinme. The populaticn
residing in SMSA's constitutes the @metropolitan -populaticn
shown in various census publications.

Central Cities (of an SMSA) - The largest city in an SMSA is
alvays a central city. The pames ¢f one or twWwo aaditionail
cities may be added to the SMSA title and identified as a
central city on the basis of the following <criteria issued
ky OMB:

1. The additional city or cities must have a populaticn
of one-third cr more cf that of the largest city and
a minimus populaticm c¢f 25,000 or;

For persons working in more than one joc, the figures reiate
to the number of hours worked in ali jobs during the week.

Household - A household consists of all the perscn whc
cccupy a house, an apartment, or other group of rocas, or a
rcom, which constitutes a aousingunit. A group cf rccams or
a sinyle room 'is regarded as a .housing upit when it
" iscccuried as a separate living quarters; that is, when the-
occupants dc not live and eat-with any other perscn -in the
structure, and when thetre is either (1) direct access frc:
the outside c¢r through a commcn hall, or (2) a Kkitchen or
cooking equipment for the exclusive use 0of the cccufpants.
The count of households excludes persons 1living in gJgrcug
guarters, such as rooming houses, military barracks, and
institutions.

rental income; (9) veterans paywent or uneamployment and

When an indefinite amount was reported by the resgondent, a
specific value was assigned wherever possible.

Data on consumer income collected in the CPS by the Bureau
of the Census cover money income raceived (exclusive cf
certain money Treceipts such as capital gaims) Lefore
payments for perscnal income taxes, Social Security, unicn
dues, Medicare deductions, etc. Therefore, mcney income
does not reflect the fact that some households receive [part
of their income in the form on nonmoney transfers such as
food stamps, health benefits, and subsidized housing; that
many farm households receive nonmoney income in the fcrm of
rent free housing and goods produced and consumed cIn the
farm; or that nonmoney incoaes are also received by scae
ncnfarm residents which often take the form of the wuse of
business transpcrtation and facilities, full or fpartial s
for retirement programs, medical and educational exfenses,
etc. These elements should be considered when ccmparing
income levels. Moreover, readers should be aware tbhat fcr
many different —reasons tnere is a tendency in househcld
surveys for respondents to underreport their inccae.

Net income from nonfarm self-employmeat is net acney incoae
{gross receipts wpinus expenses) from one*sown business,
professional enterprise, or Fpartnership. Gross receirts
include the value of all goods sold and services rendered.
Expenses include costs of goods purchased, rent, heat,
light, power, depreciation charyes, vwages and salaries paid,
business taxes (not personal inccme taxes), etc. In
general, inventory changes were considered in detersining
net income, replies based c¢n inccme tax returns or other
official records records doc reflect inventory changes.

1. Employed - Employed persocms comprise (1) all
civilians who, during the survey week, did any
work at all as paid employees or in their cun
business or profession, or on their owa farnm,
or who worked 15 hours or more as uanpaid
workers on a farm in a business operated by a
member of the family, and (2) all those who
vere nct working but who had jokbs because cf
illpess, bad weather, vacaticn, or Labor-
Management dispute, or because they were taking
time off for personal reasons, whether or nct
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they were seeking other jobs. 1These perscns
would have an Employment Status Recode (ESK)
of cone or two respectively ip character 12 cf
the perscn record which designates "at work”
and "with a job, Lut not at work".

a new wage or salary job within 30 days. These
persons would have an ESR Code of three in
character 12 of the perscn record. The unemployed
includes job leavers, job losers, new job entrant,
and job reentrants.

a. dJob Leavers - are persons who quit cr
otherwise terminated their eamplcyment
voluntarily and immediately began
looking feor wcrk.

b. Job Losers - are perscns wanose emfploy-
ments ended involuntarily who
immediately began looking for work aad

those persons already on layoff.

C. New Job ggfrants — are€ persons whc mnever
worked at a full-time job lasting 2
Wweeks cr longer.

d. Job Reentrants - arce Fersons who
previously worked at a full-time job

lasting 2 weeks or longer but were cut
cf the laber fcrce prior to beginniag
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tc look for wozk.

Nct in Labor Porce - This includes all
civilians 14 years and over who are nct
ciassified as employsd or unesplcyed.
These persons are further classified as
"engaged in cwn home housework", "in
school", "unable tc work™ because of
long-term physical or amental illrness,
and "other". The "other" group includes
for the most part retired persons, those
reported as too 0ld tc work, the
voluntarily idle, and seasonal wcrkers
for whom the survey week in an "cff"®
season and whc were not reported as
unenployed. Persons deing only _
incidental unpaid family work (less -
than 15 hours)- are also classxf1=a as
not in the-labér force.

For persons not in the labor force, data

on previous werk experience, intenticos to
seek work again, desire for a jok at the
time of interview, and reasons fcr not
locking for work are asked only in those
household that are in the fourth and eighth
months of the sample, i.e., the M"cutgoing"®
groups, those which had been in the samgle
for 3 previous months and wculd not ke in
for the subseguent aonth.

March Weight - Used to tabulate March supplement iteas.
Marital Status - The marital status <classificaticn
identifies four major categories: Single, married, widowed,
and divorced. These terms refar to the marital status at
the time c¢f enumeration.

The categcry ™married"™ is. further dividéd intc "married,
Spouse present", "separated", and -"otber married, spouse
absent"®. * A person was classified as M™married, sfpouse
present™ if the husband or wife was repcrted as a member of
the household even though ae or she may have Leen
temporarily absent on business or om vacation, visiting, in
a hospital, etc., at the time c¢f the enumeration. Perschos
reported as "separated" included those with legal
separations, those living apart with intenticns of cbtaining
a divorce, and <c¢ther persons permaneatly or tesporarily
estranged from their spouses because of marital discord.

Grcss
receipts include the value of all goods -sold and services
rendered. Expenses include costs of goods purchased, rent,
heat, light, power, depreciation charges, wages and salaries
paid, business taxes (not perscnal income taxes), etc. In
general, inventory <charges were considered ia determing
records to reflect inventory changes; however, when values
of inventory changes were not reported, net income figures
exclusive of inventcry changes were accepted. The value cf
salable merchandise consumed by the proprieters c¢f cretail
stores 1is not included as part of net iccome.

Nonworker - A person who did not do any civilian work in the
calendar year preceding the survey.

Nonrelative of Head With No Own Relatives in Househocld - A
non-relative of the head who has n¢ relative(s) of his cun
in the househcld. This category includes such ncnrelatives
as a foster child, a ward, a lodger, a servant, or a hired
hand, who has no relatives of his own 1iving with him in the
househeld.
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Nenrelative of Head With uUwn Relatives (including wite) iz
Household - Any household mesber wnho 1is nct 1relatea to
thehnead but has relatives of his own in the housebcld. Fcr
example, a lodger, his wife, and their son.

Other Relative of Head — Any relative cf the househcld head
other than his wife; for example, his child, father, mcther,
grandson, daughter—~in-law, etc.

Own Child - Child related by tlood, marriage, cr adcgtion to
the family head.

Porulaticn Coverage —- The population covered includes the
civilian population of the United States plus aprrcximately
915,00C members of ¢the Armed Porces in the United States
living off post c¢r with +their families c¢n post. kEut
excludes all other members of the Armed Forces. This
excludes inmates of instituticns and rpersons residing in
group gquarters. The labor force and work experience data
are not collected for Armed Forces members.

Poverty - In this file families and unrelatad individuals
are classified as being abcve cr below the poverty level,
usingy the poverty index adopted by a Federal Interagency
Committee in 196S9. This index provides a ranye <¢f 1incone
cutoffs or “"poverty threshclds® adjusted to take 1iatc

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account such factors as fawiiy size, sex and age of the
family head, the npumber of «children, and fars-ncnfarm
residence.

In wmost of the rublished
tables, "Other ©BRaces" are shown 1in coabination with the
Black population.

Receipts Not Counted as Income - Receipts from tae fcllowing
sources were not iacluded as income: (1) Money received froa
the sale of property, such as stocks, bonds, a house, cIr a
car {(unless the person was engaged in the business c¢f
selling such property, in which case the net proceeds would
be counted as inccme from selfemployment); (2) withdrawals
of bank deposits; (3) mcney Lborrowed; (4) tax refunds; (5)
gifts; and (6) lump-sum inheritances or lnsurance payments.

Wwork Experience - 1Includes those persons vhc during the
preceding calendar year did any civilian work for Fpay cr
profit or worked without pay om a family-orerated farm cr
business at any time during the year, on a part-time or
full-time basis.

Weeks Worked in tbhe Income Year - Persons are classified
according to the numter of difterent weeks, durimg the
